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Introducing Our Interim Pastor

Dr. Doug Finkbeiner and his wife, Sheri, have been married for 40
years and have 6 grown children and 9 grandchildren. Doug served
as a youth pastor for three years before serving as a pastor of adult
ministry for ten years in his home church in the Philadelphia suburbs.
In 1997, Doug became a full-time professor at Calvary Baptist Semi-
nary and began teaching in the area of New Testament and Practical
Theology. During that time, he continued to serve part-time as a pas-
tor at his church for 17 more years. While teaching in the seminary,
Doug was an interim pastor for one year in a church that had lost its
pastor. In 2014, Doug became a full-time professor at Lancaster
Bible College, where he teaches primarily in the area of the New
Testament at the bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral levels. He espe-
cially enjoys teaching undergraduate and graduate students how to
interpret and communicate the Bible. At the same time, he began
helping a NJ church, which was in need of a teaching pastor. He over-
saw the preaching schedule and preached regularly at the church

for 11 years. Since the church has grown significantly and now has
several full-time pastors, Doug and Sheri decided last summer to
step back from the church and look for a home church here in the
Lancaster area. Happily, they have chosen CFC! Doug is excited about
this opportunity to serve Christian Fellowship Church.

Doug has a both a Master of Divinity and a Master of Theology degree
from Calvary Baptist Seminary, a Doctor of Ministry degree from
Denver Seminary, and a PhD from the University of Pennsylvania.
